	Prior Knowledge/
Anticipatory Set
	Review yesterday’s lesson on pretending to be a character.
Make an analogy to help children understand the purpose of preparing their work for publication (p.127).

“Today I want to teach you that writers reread their stories, thinking about what they can do from everything they know about good writing to make their piece the best it can be.”
*Read Where’s My Teddy? Discuss the size of the boy, bear and two teddies. *Show colored strips that were the same length, shorter and longer from the previous comparing lengths activity 
	Watch national geographic video on hatchlings.
Remind students of the process they have gone through up to now to create amazing stories. “Today I am going to teach you all about how writers edit their writing. They reread each word and make sure the word looks right. Then they may even need to change it to make it look more readable.”

	Tell students that when you read a book you know really well, you read it in a grown up voice.
Remind students of the process they have gone through up to now to create amazing stories. “Today I am going to teach you all about how writers edit their writing. They reread each word and make sure the word looks right. Then they may even need to change it to make it look more readable.”
Review number posters

	Remind students about yesterday’s lesson when we talked about using a grown up voice to read books we know well.
Remind children that once writers have finished (fancy/fix up) a piece of writing they are ready to share it with an audience.

Read A House for Birdie (Math Start Book)


	Modeling
	Teacher models how to act out being a turtle from an informational book.
Demonstrate choosing one text to reread and revise. Guide students in checking your work against the steps in the anchor chart.
Activity 1.13       Model finding something in the room that is shorter that you and recording it on the class book page and finding something that is taller than you and recording it on the class book page.

	Teacher models for students how to make their voice sound like a teacher or scientist when reading informational text.  Show students how the man in the video is slowing down at important parts.
Edit your own writing in front of the class. Think aloud during your demonstration so the students can see the kinds of strategies you use. 
Activity 1.12       Model counting 0 to 10.

Model sequencing numbers 0-10.

	Teacher models reading a text that has been read before.  Tell students that sometimes you don’t have to even look at the pages because you know it so well.  Think about pace and intonation as you read.
Edit your own writing in front of the class. Think aloud during your demonstration so the students can see the kinds of strategies you use.
Activity 1.14       Model showing a number and the correct number of fingers to match.

	Model using the “Then” strategy to students as a way to begin reading an unfamiliar story.
Have the children form a circle with their bodies and model reading with a strong voice and listening. 
Activity 1.15  Introduce the shapes.  Model rotating and combining shapes to form new shapes.  Example: two triangles to form a new triangle or square.
	Model for students how to make a plan for reading with your partner.
Continued from Thursday if needed.

Activity 1.7
Show four containers that are different shapes and sizes. Pour beans from one container to another to model identifying which holds more or has a larger volume.  Show how one container fits inside another container.

	Guided Practice
	Students practice with their partner at the carpet.
Have children choose a piece to revise. Remind them to use the anchor chart to help them add details to their work.
Have the students walk around the classroom to compare their height to objects in the room.  Have them record something that is shorter and taller than them on the class book page.

	Students listen to a part of the video and put their thumb in the air when the man slows down indicating an important part.
Send students off, reminding them to edit their writing by rereading and making sure their words look right. 

Invite children to share their writing/see what their classmates have done. 
*Count 0-10.  Play give the next number.  Point to children one at a time, prompting each to say the next number in sequence.  When you reach 10, start over so everyone gets a turn. 

*Counting on Using Number Cards.  Pass out number cards and have the children line up in order of the number cards.
	Have students do a thumbs up/thumbs down while you read.  Thumbs up=you are reading with a grown up voice.  Thumbs down=you are reading like it was an unfamiliar book.
Send students off, reminding them to edit their writing by rereading and making sure their words look right. 

Invite children to share their writing/see what their classmates have done.
Read  Sea weed Soup 
Have the students count the pictures on each page and match the numeral. 
Have children show the correct number of fingers to match.
	Turn the page of the book being used for modeling.  Have students say “Then” and tell their partner the next part of the story.
Invite children to take turns sharing in the circle the favorite parts of their writing (one page, drawing, etc.). 
Have the children find and hold up the shapes that match  the shape you are holding up.  Have children rotate and combine shapes to build new shapes.  

	Students meet in partnerships before independent reading time and practice reading together.
Continued from Thursday if needed.

Give the students a variety of containers that are different shapes and sizes. Have children pour beans from one container to another to determine which holds more or has a larger volume.  Have students complete the How Much Does it Hold? Sequence sheet.
