• Minimum class size: 10 students by Thursday before first class 

• Maximum class size: 36 students 
 
Student Eligibility [from Secretary of State website] 

• Student must have held a valid Level 1 license for a minimum of 3 
consecutive months. 

• Student must have completed a minimum of 30 hours of driving time 
with a parent, legal guardian, or, with the permission of a parent or legal 
guardian, any licensed driver who is 21 years of age or older.  Two of the 
30 hours must be night driving.  A student must possess a Level 1 license 
to drive a motor vehicle. 

• To verify enrollment eligibility, a student may need to present the 
Segment 1 certificate of completion, the Level 1 driver license, and a 
driving log or parent certification of the student's driving hours.
